Today, the 23
rd

 April, 2011, we have assembled to reflect upon the academic 

session 2010 -11 in order to assess our achievements and take stock of what other 

things we could have done but could not. Probably we could have performed even 

better. There is no harm in self-introspection. Our success and failure is our own. 

Success gives us the strength and failure the desire to succeed. However, I must 

admit that we have not given ourselves the opportunity to fail and for that I 

congratulate all of you. We have excelled in academic as well as co-curricular 

activities. The contribution of our students, as always, has been phenomenal. 

We are pleased to have with us on this occasion Shri Navin Kumar, an IAS officer 

of 1975 batch, as Chief Guest Mr. Kumar is one of the senior most members of the 

Indian Administrative Service. With 35 years of extensive administrative 

experience behind him, Mr. Kumar is presently holding the position of Secretary to 

Government of India in the Ministry of Urban Development.   

Born in 1952, Mr. Kumar did Post Graduation in Physics with First Class academic 

credentials. He joined the Civil Service in 1975 at the early age of 23 and was 

assigned to the state cadre of Bihar.

Mr. Kumar also worked as Technical Advisor to the Government of Sierra Leone 

for management of food aid under the Commonwealth Technical Cooperation 

Programme.  With special interest in arts and media, Mr. Kumar took up 
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assignment as head of the national TV of India, Doordarshan, and served as its 

Director General from 2004 to 2006.  

Extensively trained in Management and Public Policy, Mr. Navin Kumar is a tech-

savvy person. He writes computer programmes in his spare time.  Besides, he takes 

keen interest in drawing and painting, trying his hand at fine arts during his leisure. 

 

Shri Navin Kumar had a brilliant academic record, having first class throughout his 

academic career.  He did his Masters in Physics. Mr. Kumar has been very 

conscious of improving his administrative skills and chose to undertake different 

training programs organized under the aegis of National Institute of Rural 

Development, Hyderabad; National Institute of Health and Family Welfare, New 

Delhi; Indian Institute of Management, Ahmedabad and Indian Institute of 

Management, Bangalore. 

 

We also have with us Shri Baleshwar Rai, Retired IAS officer, Chairperson of the 

Governing Body of the College. Mr. Rai is, a post graduate in ancient history 

culture & Archaeology from University of Allahabad and also post graduate in 

Development Studies from University of Cambridge U.K. He retired as Secretary 

(Coordination & Public Grievances), Cabinet Secretariat Govt. of India. (July 2005 

to October 2005). He has been the Secretary, Dept. of Official Language. Ministry 

of Home Affairs (2004-05) Additional Secretary, Ministry of Labour & 

employment, Government of India (2003-04) Chief Secretary, Government of Goa 

(2001-03) Joint Secretary, Ministry of Power, Government of India (1999-2001) 

Commissioner, Sales Tax, Government of NCT, Delhi (1997-1998) CMD, Delhi 

Financial corporation, Delhi Chairman, New Delhi Municipal Council (NDMC), 
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new Delhi Deputy Secretary/ Director, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of 

India.  

 

Mr. Rai also occupied the positions of MD, Delhi State Civil Supply Corporation, 

Government of Delhi, Secretary-cum-Director of Education, Delhi. Director of 

Vigilance, Government of Delhi. Deputy Commissioner, Lunglei District, 

Mizoram. Joint/City Magistrate, Gorakhpur (UP). Shri Baleshwar Rai has given 

valuable contribution in the social sector. He has done appreciable work for 

abolition of child labour & bonded labour which are social stigmas on our society. 

He also worked as Chairman of the PRAYAS, an N.G.O. for rehabilitation of 

physically handicapped children.   

 

I welcome Mr. Navin Kumar and Mr. Baleshwar Rai once again for taking their 

valuable time out and being amidst us on this august occasion. 

We have gathered today to acknowledge the contribution of students, teachers and 

staff in taking the college to greater heights.

Over the academic year 2010-11, The Debating Society, under the patronage of Dr. 

Bhim Sen Singh, saw one of its best years. The one that saw the members 

emerging victorious in debates across the country, and the successful organization 

of four debates including the annual debating festival „The Gift of the Gab‟. 

The debating season started on a good note, with Navin Kumar, Anshika Sharma 

and Ragini Thakur reaching the finals of People Speak parliamentary debate. At 

the same debate, Niharika Charla, Ankita Balyan and Arpit made it to the quarter 
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finals. Following it was an all KMC Final at Axiom, with the team of Devna Soni, 

Navin Kumar and Rohan Chawla winning the debate; and Mayank Vashistha, 

Niharika Charla and Vardhan Bhatia emerging runners-up. 

 

The team of Navin Kumar, Binod Poudel and Vardhan Bhatia triumphed at 

Dialectics, the national parliamentary debate hosted by Miranda House. Rohan 

Chawla, along with Jayant Kothari and Apurv Sathe reached the quarter-finals of 

the same. Navin also emerged victorious at Polemic, the parliamentary debate 

hosted by Ramjas College, and reached the semi-finals of Q.E.D, an international 

parliamentary debate held at BITS Pilani. The team of Navin Kumar, Devna Soni 

and Rohan Chawla won the first edition of Axiom, hosted by Janki Devi Memorial 

College. The trio also reached the semi-finals of the National Law School Debate, 

Bangalore; and quarter finals of the IIT Bombay National Debate. 

 

Devna Soni and Navin Kumar won the prestigious Milton Friedman Memorial 

Debate, and reached quarter finals of the Premchand Memorial Debate. In another 

commendable performance, the team of Eesha Kunduri and Mayank Vashistha 

reached the quarter finals of the 63
rd

 Mukarji Memorial Debate, organized by St. 

Stephens College. The team of Navin Kumar, Sanya Kalani and Vatsal Chandra 

debated quarter-finals at SRCC. 

 

Pradyumna Bhattacharjee, Eesha Kunduri and Sumit Mandhwani continued to 

dominate the adjudication scene in Delhi University. They were awarded prizes for 

distinguished adjudication at the Premchand Memorial Debate. Eesha and Sumit 

also won adjudicator prizes at LSR and SRCC. Pradyumna, Mayank and Sanya 
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won at Dialectics, while Sumit also won at the Mukarji Memorial Debate. Tarush 

Baldhi adjudicated quarter finals at the Premchand Memorial Debate, and octo-

finals at People Speak. 

 

The Hindi debaters proved their mettle at various debates and literary events. Jay 

Prakash Pandey won speaker prizes at Chail Bejanti Memorial Debate, Shyama 

Prasad Mookherji College and Dyal Singh College. He teamed up with Prabhanshu 

Ojha to win Best Team at the SRCC Hindi Conventional Debate.  Shashi Prakash 

and Prabhanshu Ojha won best team at Mata Sundri College, while Shashi was 

adjudged second best speaker at the same. Shashi also won best speaker at the 

parliamentary debate in Dyal Singh College. Nitish Kashyap won the paper 

presentation competition at Hans Raj College.  

 

Among the first years, Paridhi Singh won Best Speaker at the Gargi College 

Freshers‟ Debate. She also won several turncoat and extemporary debates. The 

team of Anshika Sharma, Sanya Kalani and Vardhan Bhatia reached the quarter 

finals of the LSR Freshers‟ Parliamentary Debate. Vardhan Bhatia won second 

best speaker at the LSR Freshers‟ Conventional Debate, and third best speaker at 

Dialectics. Shweta Rani Khatri excelled as a bilingual debater. She won best 

speaker at Kamla Nehru College, and along with Jayant Kothari reached the finals 

of Wax Eloquent at Gargi. Shubham Gupta  and Prabhanshu Ojha distinguished 

themselves as Hindi debaters par excellence. Prabhanshu has won either a speaker 

or a team prize in almost every college that has held a Hindi debate in the past 

year. Shubham won interjector and speaker prizes at Kalindi College and Kamla 

Nehru College. Rajat Rai Handa did exceptionally well on the Model UN Front, 
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holding executive board positions at several conferences- Wordz, Hansraj MUN, 

LSR MUN, to name a few. Rajat was also invited to chair MUNOG'10 - GGS, at 

Germany, one of the biggest MUN conferences in Europe. 

 

But the crowning glory of the year was undoubtedly “The Gift of the Gab”, 

comprising the 31
st
 edition of the Frank Thakur Das Memorial Debate, and the 20

th
 

Narendra Singh Pradhan Memorial Debate. With over 20 colleges sending teams to 

the events, both were resounding successes. The enormous logistical task was 

made to appear childishly simple thanks to the unceasing labours of behind-the-

scenes stalwarts of the society. Ganesh Mehta, Tushar Dua, Harshul Gupta, 

Aanchal Aggarwal, Prachi Sharma, Tanmoy Sharma, Anchal Kumar Saxena, 

Minakshi Yadav, Chhavi Raj, Tapan Bhardwaj, Samarth Singh Ashiya, Sayyid 

Naseeh KP, Sumit Kumar, Lekakeny Rumpe, Sachin Kumar Singh- all performed 

sterling service.

response and a more then expected footfall.

Singh, Aanchal Gupta, Sahil Ali, Nikita Rana, Riya Raphael and Alka Ravi proved 

their mettle to meet hard deadlines and workload. The 2
nd

 years Aastha Thakkar, 

Shaleen Seth, Tushant Bansal(Secretary) and Kshitij Nagar(Secretary) helped 

shape the society into a unit. Such achievements were made under the leadership of 

Ishita Gupta and guidance of the staff advisor. 

 

MUSOC 

This session turned out to be a very challenging but rewarding one for MUSOC, 

the music society of the college. This year‟s main focus was on the Choir, Fusion 

band and the rock band „Jester‟. MUSOC‟s aim this year was to create and perform 

its original compositions rather than covering songs. This entailed a lot of hard 

work, equally put in by all the members through hours and hours of practice 

sessions. The result was that MUSOC composed four new songs this year.  

MUSOC is well known for its Indian Choir and as usual it maintained its standard 

in the same by bagging a position in every Indian Music Event held this year, e.g. 

in IIT Delhi, St. Stephen‟s, Jesus and Mary, LSR, etc. The Western Choir arranged 

its own version of “Now We Are Free” (OST Gladiator) and bagged first prize in 

four and second in two Western Choir Events.  

In solo performances, MUSOC bagged positions in various light music, semi-

classical and classical music competitions.

This band was formed by the efforts of two of the 

MUSOC members, Sarthak Mudgal and Akshay Dwivedi. This is one of the best 

new age experimental projects rising to fame and knowledge of people. They have 

twice performed at Blues, C.P and at other venues too.   

MUSOC also performed at several other prestigious events such as Cacophony – 

the annual festival of National School of Drama (NSD), and at the Dilli Haat, etc. 

Surmanjari, the annual MUSOC Festival in the college was held on 24
th
 and 25

th
 

February 2011. On the first day, MUSOC hosted several music competitions, both 

Indian and Western, where many colleges and institutes participated. On the 

following day, MUSOC performed and their concert mesmerized and enthralled 

the audience and even the MUSOC alumni.  

The credit for this successful year goes to the hard work and guidance of the 

following Third year students: Pranav Pahwa, the President, Dhruv Goel, 

Secretary, Anukriti Bishen, Joint Secretary, Shaheen Salmani, Pranav Kumar and 
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Shantanu Sudarshan. The second years namely Jannabi Das, Madhur Dhir, Akshay 

Dwivedi, Amitabh Mukherjee, Shruti Badri and Sarthak Mudgal put in their best 

efforts for the society. The first years namely Parth Sharma, Sukriti Singh Deo, 

Taniya Roy, Megha Shirodkar, Aditi Raj, Dheeraj Chawla and Nipun Bhatnagar 

proved their calibre by working really hard. In a nutshell, the combined effort and 

talent of every member proved the MUSOC legacy true.   

PARIVARTAN 

Parivartan, the Gender Forum of Kirori Mal College started the new academic 

session with the weekly General Meetings with group members. Various issues 

related to gender and gender-based violence were the focus of the weekly meetings 

which continued throughout the year. Through the interactive discussions and 

meetings, the members of the group sought to build an understanding about these 

issues, and also on questions of sexuality, rape and consent, the so called „honour-

killings,‟ sexual harassment and safety on campus and so on. The understanding 

that they built in the course of these meetings was reflected in the Wall Magazine 

and the programmes that were held through the year. The basic themes of wall 

magazine this year were gender-based violence, honour killing, right to live 

without fear and International Women‟s day, which were put up during the year on 

the Parivartan notice board. 

The first public programme organized by Parivartan was on 30
th
 November 2010 – 

“Man” “Woman” “Society”: An Interactive Workshop on Gender. Members 

of Jagori, an autonomous women‟s group working on these issues in the city, 

conducted this afternoon-long interactive workshop with the students, both 

members and non-members. Large number of students from different disciplines 

participated in the workshop. The focus of the workshop was on basics of gender,

how it is constructed and the ways in which operates in society. The workshop was 

designed to enable the participants in engaging and understanding the ways in 

which gender-based divisions operate in the society, and condition and socialize 

individuals in it.  

The second event was on the occasion of International Human Rights Day which 

Parivartan has been observing over the years as a special day to demand gender-

justice. This year Parivartan, KMC, observed this day on 15
th

 December, 2010, and 

raised the demand of the “Right to Live Without Fear.” The programme began 

with a talk by Dr. Uma Chakravarti (feminist historian and activist) on the varied 

ways in which women - and men - in different parts of the world lived in fear and 

under regimes of terror. Parivartan dedicated the day to marking solidarity with an 

extraordinary yet comparatively little publicized struggle by an extraordinary 

woman, Irom Sharmila in Manipur. A civil rights activist, and a poet, she has been 

on a fast since November 4, 2000, demanding that the Government of India should 

withdraw the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act (AFSPA), 1958, from Manipur 

and other areas of India's North-east. Ten years since it began in 2000, Irom 

Sharmila‟s fast is unparalleled in the history of political protest. 

The event also featured - 

 Screening of Kavita Joshi‟s film “Tales From the Margins” on Irom 

Sharmila‟s struggle  

 Music by Imphal Talkies  (Ronid Chingangbam and friends) 

While the weekly meetings and discussions continued into the third term, the third 

major event organized by Parivartan was a two-day Annual Festival on 16
th

 and

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17
th

 of March, 2011. Day 1 of the event was titled Gender and Sexuality. It 

featured the following events: 

 A workshop “Body, Sexuality and Gender” facilitated by YP Foundation, 

where participants were divided into groups of five in the open lawns near 

the Library. The participants were given small tasks to perform and discuss 

during the workshop. Around 60 students from the college participated in 

the workshop.  

 Extempore and slogan writing (on Delhi, Safety and Women) competitions 

were held for the students.  

 Screening of Paromita Vohra‟s film “Morality TV aur Loving Jehad: Ek 

Manohar Kahani”, which is based on the Meerut incident of policing of 

lovers in the park. The film was followed by a rich discussion on moral 

policing, the role of the state, society, and media. 

The second day of the fest was titled Delhi, Women and Safety. This day featured 

the following events: 

 Talk and discussion on The History of Women‟s Movement and the 

Campus. Dr. Neeraj Mallik, Associate Professor, I.P College, University of 

Delhi and Anjali Sinha, Counsellor, WDC, Satyawati College, University of 

Delhi presented a fascinating survey on the subject, enriched by their close 

involvement with the women‟s movement and other progressive movements 

in the country, and particularly in Delhi. While Neeraj Malik focused on the 

issues of dowry, sati, domestic violence, etc. around which the movement 

grew in the country through the 1970s to the present, Anjali Sinha spoke 

more specifically about the issues of sexual harassment in Delhi University 
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campus and the history of the agitation by students, teachers and staff 

against it. She spoke of the need to keep struggling and to implement 

measures to ensure safety on campus. These presentations were followed by 

a lively, engaged and intense discussion focusing also on what students 

could do about these issues.  

 A short workshop on Safety and City by Jagori which focused on politics of 

gender-based violence and methods of confronting such acts. This was 

particularly pertinent given the recent harassment followed by murder of a 

woman student of RLA near south campus in broad daylight. 

  The last event was a music performance by former student and guitarist 

Adhir Ghosh and soloist Faith Gonsalvez from Music Basti, which largely 

deals with music therapy amongst children belonging to marginal sections of 

the city. The students of Players, KMC also performed self- produced songs 

during the event. 

 A Parivartan T-shirt was also introduced on the second day of the festival, 

along with prize distribution for the previous day‟s competitions.  

Parivartan‟s closing event took place on 25
th 

March 2011, and was entitled “In the 

Name of Honour: Love, Murders, Laws and Khap Panchayats.”   

The event included –  

 The Players‟ street play „Dyodhi ke Paar‟ that directly deals with the subject 

of these so called „honour‟ killings. The play was watched by many, and many 

also stayed behind to discuss the plays and the issues it very effectively raised.  

 A talk by Jagmati Sangwan, renowned feminist activist of AIDWA, Haryana, 

who has had long and intense grassroots experience of dealing with cases of

the so called „honour killlings‟ of couples in recent years. Her talk was 

enthralling in its lucidity and richness – she discussed how many of these 

incidents were materially rooted and was able to draw out how caste, gender 

and patriarchy, and the state authorities collaborated in creating a conspiracy 

of silence around the killings. She was also able to highlight the sheer human 

tragedy that these killings were, and the need to effectively intervene and 

support parents when their children transgressed the diktats of the khaps 

(„community courts‟) and when pressure to murder them in the name of 

„honour‟ was brought upon them by these communities. She also discussed 

effective strategies that women‟s groups had been able to achieve in Haryana 

to deal with these murders including the setting up of „protection homes‟ for 

runaway couples among others. She deeply appreciated the play and cited 

instances from the play which highlighted the points she had raised. 

 The third element in the programme was a short film made by two 

independent filmmakers, Nakul Sawhney and Pratik Purkhayashta, on the 

recent High Court judgment in March on the Manoj-Babli same-gotra murder 

case, in which charges against the main accused were dropped. The terror of 

the khaps, the vulnerability of the families of the victims, and the strength of 

their commitment to carrying on their struggle for justice in the face of 

enormous odds shone through the film footage.  

The programme was followed by a deep and thorough discussion probing both 

causes and possible solutions to these issues. The discussant for the afternoon, Dr. 

Sudha Vasan, Associate Professor, Sociology, University of Delhi, was able to steer 

this well and focus on the question the complicity of society, media, the state – and 

indirectly all of us – in the killing of Manoj-Babli, or Vedpal and many other such

couples – if not actively, then passively, by remaining silent and thus ensuring that 

the killers enjoyed near total impunity. That the possibility of changing the situation, 

of raising our voices not only about these incidents but about the root causes of 

gender and patriarchy from where they arose, also lay in the hands of „society,‟ of 

those with a will to bring about these changes became clear in the course of the 

discussion.  

The meeting (and the years‟ activities) ended with a reiteration of a quote of Martin 

Luther King Jr. which reflects one of the motivating ideas behind the society‟s work, 

and which has been  inscribed on the T-shirt which Parivartan was able to print this 

year - “Our lives begin to end the day we remain silent about things that matter.” 

THE PLAYERS 

For us, the big news of 2010-2011 was that after what seemed like an eternity of 

talking and planning, the renovation of the college auditorium finally got under 

way. On Aug 21, 2010, the first steps towards winding down the auditorium were 

taken – 26 stage lights mounted on the lights bars by Players members over the last 

three decades, were brought down for the last time. 

It was an emotional moment for all of us – current and ex-Players members – as 

we took turns in bringing down the lights and getting drenched in the rain pouring 

through the auditorium roof, a clear sign of the beginning of the end of the old 

auditorium workspace. Since then, work has proceeded slowly but surely, and it is 

clear now that in the next year THE PLAYERS will have to learn to make plays 

without the benefit of a place to call its own. 

If this year‟s record is anything to go by, this ought to be no cause for worry 

because the process of modulating our work process and performance style showed 

interesting results this year itself. In 2010-2011, THE PLAYERS produced an 
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interesting crop of plays, each of a high standard and very different from the 

others. 

***  ***  *** 

In 2010-2011, THE PLAYERS‟ work featured: 

 41 students producing 7 plays, of which 5 were newly created. 

 Combined, these plays were performed 55 times within 7 months (Sep 

10–Mar 11); 

 And in 26 competitions, these 5 plays won 31 prizes – 18 team and 13 

individual prizes. 

Our new plays in 2010-2011 were: 

 The Tame Duck – an re-scripting in Hindi of Henrik Ibsen‟s play The 

Wild Duck, adapted by the cast and directed by Keval Arora & 

Gandharv Dewan; 

 Shakker ke Panch Daane – an adaptation in Hindi of Manav Kaul‟s 

play by the same name, adapted and directed by Ishu & Rupesh 

Sharma; 

 What a Mess! – a mash-up in English of two plays – Caryl 

Churchill‟s Heart’s Desire and Mohan Rakesh‟s Adhe Adhure – 

adapted and directed  by Dhwani Vij & Neel Sengupta; 

 Dyodhi ke Paar – a nukkad-natak production on the theme of „honour 

killing‟, scripted by the cast with songs by Rajesh Kumar, and 

directed by Rajesh Kumar & Geetika; 

 Class Enemy – an adaptation in Hindi of Nigel William‟s English 

play by the same name, directed by Gandharv Dewan. 
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As always, these plays were created through discussions, research, improvisations, 

editing, translation and re-configuring of existing material. Equally important has 

been the unflagging enthusiasm and inquisitive experimentation with which these 

plays were brought to life. 

Apart from performing in the campus cultural circuit, THE PLAYERS continued 

to offer performances outside the University. We staged our plays, amongst other 

venues, 

 at the Delhi Ibsen Theatre Festival at the LTG auditorium in September 

2010; 

 at the Atelier’s Youth Theatre Festival at the Kamani auditorium in 

December 2010; 

 at the Old World Theatre Festival at the India Habitat Centre in December 

2010; 

 at an invitational performance at the Film and Television Institute of 

India, Pune in January 2011; 

 at an invitational performance at the Delhi Public School, Panipat in 

February 2011; 

 at an invitational performance at the National School of Drama in February 

2011; 

 at an invitational performance for the Literary Fest of the English Dept, 

Shyam Lal College festival in February 2011; and 

 at the Parivartan seminar „In the Name of Honour‟ in Kirori Mal College in 

March 2011. 

***  ***  *** 
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Along with the general orientation workshop that is held every year in August for 

fresh entrants, we were fortunate this year to have Anant Sharma and Gaurav Sinha 

(film and theatre professionals, and Players alumnus) conduct an advanced level 

workshop on the Actor‟s Body (Grotowskian method) with The Players in August 

2010. 

On 5 March 2011 we organised Sar-e-Aam 2011, our nukkad natak festival that 

uniquely showcases and analyses the best college street plays of the year in a non-

competitive format. The event saw lively performances and spirited exchanges led 

by our discussant Ms. Tripurari Sharma (Professor, National School of Drama, and 

an activist theatre director). Sadly, in the absence of an auditorium, we were 

constrained to cancel Curtains 2011, our stage play festival that is held along the 

same lines. 

We wound up the year‟s activities with public performances of four of the year‟s 

new plays compressed into a single evening‟s programme titled Atyachar on 11 

March 2011. In a break with tradition, this programme was held in a rented 

auditorium Muktadhara in central Delhi. However, we did not forget our college 

audience, and presented our three stage plays together in the Kirori Mal College 

auditorium on 17 March 2011 in a programme appropriately titled Kabadkhana.

The credit for continuing THE PLAYERS‟ tradition of making thoughtful and 

exciting theatre goes to the entire student body which, as always, works late into 

the night, every day of the week and on holidays as well. While all student 

members deserve congratulations for keeping alive THE PLAYERS faith, some 

students deserve to be singled out for their contribution to the year‟s successes: 
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Shwetaabh Singh, Gandharv Dewan, Ishu, Dhwani Vij, Rajesh Kumar and Kritesh 

of the final year for providing the nucleus of leadership; 

Rupesh Sharma, Shalini Bhardwaj, Geetika, Gautam Arora and Danish Hassan of 

the second year for providing vital support in the running of the society; and 

Neel Sengupta, Ved Prakash, Sundarram Arjun, Shardul Bhardwaj, Jasjit Singh, 

Siddhant Verma and Nina Sud as some of our talented first years who promise 

much in the years to come. 

 

And, of course, an ageless and ageing Tingu, for providing us with invaluable 

sustenance in times of hunger and need. 

 

SENSATION 

Sensation, the choreography group of KMC, reached new heights in the year 

2010-11. Such a feat wouldn‟t have been possible without the help provided by Dr. 

Benu Gupta, Mr. Keval Arora and other staff advisors and the immense hard work 

put in by society members.  

 

Sensation began the 2010-11 session with a great zeal and enthusiasm, and was 

led on all fronts by the society‟s President, Mansi Bahuguna. The western group 

trained in the different dance forms and as variety has been the forte of Sensation 

since years and so was this year. While jazz, hip hop, contemporary, lyrical hip-

hop to Bollywood music and semi-classical dance forms have been the regular 

feature of the group‟s choreography the styles used this year were Jazz, 

contemporary and acrobats.      
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The journey for the western group began with the annual BITS, Pilani held in mid-

October, 2010. The group also participated in dance fests held at LSR, Indraprastha 

College, Jesus and Mary College, Daulat Ram College, Amity, Deen Dayal 

Upadhyaya, Sri Venkateshwara College DCAC, College of Business Studies and 

many more. They also took part in events like the HT City Youth Nexus and Delhi 

Dance fever, Twisha. They won prizes at IP College, Amity, DDU, DCAC, etc.
